P3T Closing Report

We have shown that there is a lot of promise that will come from OpenAPI adoption,
including more precise and simplified standards, and a path to allow easy
implementation for new projects through our prototyping.

We are not committed to OpenAPI, but feel it is the best option right now. It might
change in 5 years. This effort will help the IVOA be more agile in adapting to new
technologies and provides a path to decouple REST services from serialization formats.

There will be continued activity in the DAL working group and with new standards
where there is interest in OpenAPI.




P3T Closing Report cont.

We have identified that client adoption of OpenAPl is a complex problem given the
ecosystem, but some level of adoption can be made by some of the standards that are
In active development.

Currently includes TAP 1.2 (encompassing UWS, DALI, and VOSI), and the Execution Broker WD

Identified a need for a call to the major TAP service deployers in the IVOA to gather
statistics about the client ecosystem. What TAP clients are being used (the "user-
agent" header), and how often? — Operations |G action ??

Identified the need for a strategy for making major (breaking) version changes,
especially how it can be done in the registry. — Registry WG action ??

We feel the P3T has done its job

Risk of doing it: effort required to transition clients and short-term service disruptions.

Risk of not doing it: decreased maintainability of services due to increasingly obsolete
technologies; services unwilling to adopt IVOA standards or moving away from them
due to unwillingness to use obsolete technologies K
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
