There was discussion on several related topics during consideration of the terms. FG noted that
the Exec should consider regional representative for the Education group since those activities
were the priorities of projects, and she believed it would boost interest in Education in the IVOA.
She added that it would be good for the Exec to identify people for regional representatives. It
was also suggested by FG that Patricia Whitelock was a good candidate to be asked to join the
CSP. There was general Exec agreement on both topics.

3. Approval of new IVOA Recommendation(s)

A total of 7 standards were completed by the TCG and process approved by the Exec for this
Interop.

4. Media group - Santiago planning

PF suggested that the Media group start out by initiating a study that results in a proposal to the
Exec for a new media presence and changes to the look of the Web pages. She also suggested
a Face to Face meeting with Media group members and the Exec meeting in Santiago. It was
agreed to have a telecon between Media group and interested Exec members in June to identify
the main items of activity for the media group.

meetings. The Exec was agreeable to the suggestion. Conclusion: The Exec secretary is
invited to TCG meetings.
